* Note: If Tsomgo Lake is closed due to landslides or weather conditions, alternate sightseeing in Gangtok will be
arranged

e Do Drul Chorten (Stupa) — one of the most important stupas in Sikkim
e Namgyal Institute of Tibetology (Closed on Saturdays & Sundays) — a centre dedicated to Tibetan culture, history,

and Buddhist studies
e Directorate of Handicrafts & Handlooms (Closed on Saturdays & Sundays) — showcasing traditional Sikkimese

¢ Darjeeling Ropeway (Tickets approx. INR 180 per person; not included) — offering panoramic views of valleys and
tea gardens

e Tenzing & Gombu Rock — popular sites for rock-climbing and photography

e Tibetan Refugee Self-Help Centre (Closed on Sundays) — showcasing handcrafted Tibetan items made by the local
community

e Panoramic Tea Estate View — experience the charm of Darjeeling’s lush tea gardens

¢ Return to the hotel and enjoy a relaxing night's stay in Darjeeling
